Our parish uses a fiscal calendar rather than the yearly calendar to do its financial re-
porting.  This last fiscal year ended June 30th.  An insert in the bulletin gives you all the 
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tions did pretty well.  You contributed $105,000 more than we had budgeted.  THANK 
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numbers might give us a false sense of security, and we might think we are better off 
than we really are.  Here are several things to keep in mind: 

July, 2010 when we started last fiscal year, we had $102,000 in outstanding bills.  
We made up most of the ground and ended June, 2011 with only $25,000 in out-
standing bills. 

The mechanical equipment in the church, hall, and offices are 40+ years old.  We 
are running on borrowed time, and they may need replacing any time.  These will 
be LARGE expenses, and we need to start saving for that day. 

Our expenses will be going up next year due to inflation.  We need you to be gen-
erous in your weekly contributions. 

Unfortunately, we have paid down little on our loan at Omaha State Bank.  Last 
fiscal year on this loan alone, we paid $396,000 in interest, and only $55,500 in 
principal.  We still owe Omaha State Bank $7.75 million dollars.

In summary, there are two halves to our financial picture.  
One half is the ordinary operational budget.  This is all 
about paying the day-to-day bills (ie - utilities, salaries, 
insurance, etc.).  We are doing okay, as long as everyone 
continues to be generous in their Sunday contributions.  
The other half of the picture is our $7.75 million dollar 
loan.  At the moment we are just getting by making inter-
est payments and minimal (at best) principal payments.  Our next capital campaign 
drive will begin next spring.  We have great hopes that this next drive will generate 
enough funds to knock down our loan principal significantly, or even eliminate it.
