g. Students will understand that Anointing of 
the Sick celebrates Christ’s healing presence 
in our lives. 

h. Students will recognize that Matrimony 
celebrates the grace-filled covenant between 
a man & a woman to love each other as 
husband and wife. 

i. Students will realize that Holy Orders 
celebrates the call to serve God’s people 
through the ordained ministry. 

j. Students will identify the essential parts and 
purposes of Mass. 

k. Students will learn about the seasons the 
Church recognizes. 

l. Students will study the lives of the saints as 
solid examples of good Christian lives.
