First Grade Math students at St. Patrick’s will develop into individuals with the ability to solve problems and record data, using
mathematical language, in an organized way. Students will become more proficient in their understanding of numbers and performing
operations with numbers. In first grade, students will develop their measurement skills by measuring in inches and centimeters and will
develop their skills of telling time and counting money. Students will be introduced to several new geometry concepts including
fractions and three dimensional shapes. Students will improve their speed and accuracy when completing basic additions and

subtraction problems.
