First Grade Religion students at St. Patrick’s will grow in their love for God and others. They will recognize that God created
everything because of His love for us and that everything made by God is good. Students will learn about Jesus as God and as man and
how His words and actions teach us how to love and serve God. They will begin to develop an understanding of the Sacraments and
the gifts we receive from them. Students will develop a prayer relationship with God in both formal and informal prayer. They will
perform acts of kindness/service to their community which demonstrate their love for Jesus and response to God’s call to serve.

Students will be aware that their everyday actions are to be holy.
