A third grader at St. Patrick’s will read a variety of literature, use effective communication skills, and present brief oral reports.
Reading comprehension strategies will be applied in all subjects. Students will read stories in a reading basal as well as various
chapter books throughout the year. Students will work in cooperative reading groups with students at their level. Each child will be
challenged at his/her reading level through the use of open-ended activities, leveled questioning strategies, and leveled readers.
Students will plan writings with organizers, draft, edit, and finalize written works, resulting in three paragraphs on any given prompt.
The paragraphs will have appropriate openings, smooth transitions, and conclusions. Writing compositions will include persuasive,
expository, explanatory, personal narrative, and comparative. Students will speak and listen effectively. Students will use effective
DWP skills to communicate.
